Old Business:  These are the rules change proposals for 2008:
Now – II PARTICIPTION

Region tournaments will be open to all active members of clubs in good standing in Region 1.  A club in good standing will provide Region 1 Board of Directors the name of a Youth Director and Conservation Officer prior to each tournament season.  Further, each Chapter shall participate in 50 percent of all Region meetings, tournaments, and 50 percent of all youth events or any such other functions as agreed upon by the body at large.

PROPOSAL – II PARTICIPATION

Region tournaments will be open to all active members of clubs in good standing in Region 1.  A club in good standing will provide Region 1 Board of Directors the name of a Youth Director and Conservation Officer prior to each tournament season.  Further, each Chapter shall participate in 50 percent of all Region meetings, 50 percent of all Region tournaments, and shall provide a minimum of one club member for all youth events or any such other functions as agreed upon by the body at large.  Failure to meet these minimum requirements will result in the club being held as “a club not in good standing” and members of that club shall not be eligible for any State Federation events.
There was discussion & the motion was made to vote & seconded.  The vote was 6-1 to not change the participation rule.  

Now – VI – SELECTION OF PARTNERS

A. Both partners have to be participants in the tournament and active members of an active club in Region 1.

B. Only one boat without a partner will be permitted at any Region tournament, to be determined by the Tournament Director.

C. Pairing of partners at the tournament site will be mutually agreed upon by the participants.  In the event both contestants are boaters, it will be mutually agreed who will take their boat.  If agreement cannot be reached, the decision will be by toss of a coin by the Tournament Director.

PROPOSAL – Tournament Registration:
When entering the draw for a scheduled Region 1 tournament as a single boater, if at the end of the draw and the conclusion of the draw meeting an angler is still identified as a single boater (without a co-angler/partner) this single boater is guaranteed boating status for this tournament.  

Any additional single angler that would register at a later date would be paired with this boater on a first come first paired.

If an angler that was in the draw has a partner that withdraws for the tournament after the draw meeting they would then be considered the first non-boater/co-angler.  At that time they would be paired with the single boater unless a non-boating angler is available.  Any single angler (one with-out a partner) showing up at the tournament site for on-site registration would also be considered a non-boating angler unless a non-boating angler also shows up at the site.

There was discussion and a motion was made to vote & seconded.  The vote was 5-2 to accept the rule change.  

There was discussion about including a rule on how points are awarded.  A motion was made & seconded to DRAFT a rule for minimum requirements to get show up points.  The requirements are to be registered & go thru blast off.

There was a motion made to amend the rule that officials be back 15 min. early.  This was seconded & it needs to be discussed with your clubs and come back on March 11th  with your vote.

New Business:  No new business at this time.
The meeting was adjourned at approximately 8:00pm.

Next Meeting:  March 11, 2008 – at Filly’s 7:00 p.m. Please have your club represented, as this will be the draw for the upcoming Lake Anna tournament.
