MEETING MINUTES

JANUARY 9, 2007

The Director called the meeting to order at approximately 7:10pm.
Roll Call:  The following clubs were represented at the meeting:  Bandit, Bass Snipers, Commonwealth, Fairfax, Hook’em, Mt. Vernon, No Excuse, Northern VA, NOVA Bass, and Page Valley.  Good Times Anglers and Lots-a-Luck were not represented.

Director’s Comments:  The Director has to turn in all boat raffle tickets into the state by this Friday, January 12.  If you still have tickets, please contact him to work something out to get them to him on time.  If all tickets are not returned the region will have to pay for the missing tickets and there are still tickets out there.  

Assistant Director’s Report:  As you may or may not know Julian Rittenour is the new Assistant Director/Tournament Director.  He was elected at the region meeting in December.  He introduced himself at this months meeting and asked for everyone’s patience as he learns his new duties.  He looks forward to working with everyone and has also graciously volunteered to take responsibility for the Region 1 trailer agreeing to keep the trailer at his house and take responsibility for getting the trailer to and from all tournament sites.  Thank him if you get a chance.  He also announced that there will be a tournament date change for the Chickahominy tournament.  The current date, June 2, conflicts with our annual youth day at Locust Shade Park.  The new date will be added to the website as soon as it is determined.

Boats maybe allowed to be pulled at all tournament sites at the discretion of the Tournament Director when conditions are present that do not allow for the safe docking of boats for weigh-in.

Club representatives will present the motion to their respective clubs and a vote will be taken at the February meeting on whether or not to accept the motion.
