Kenny also mentioned that he has been looking into tournament jerseys for the region. He found a decent shirt at www.sharpathletics.com, the specific design is the AJD024. 
Assistant Director’s Comments: Scott Favors was voted in as the Region 1 Assistant Director. 
Scott mentioned that there is going to be an off limits zone on the Potomac between Chopawamsic and Quantico:
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Scott also mentioned that the as of 2011, all bridges at Lake Anna are Slow, No Wake. This includes the 208 bridge and they will be working on the bridge trusses all summer. There will only be one gap in the 208 bridge that will be passable and it will change, so be careful and pay attention when fishing Anna.
Youth Director’s Report: Don is in contact with Russ Shetley from Region 9 about the March 18th, 19th and 20th Fredricksburg sport show. He will need volunteers to work the casting kids event and this will qualify for the 50/50 club participation requirement.
Treasurer’s Report: Mike reported that we carried $597.06 into the month and less payouts are at $532.06.
Secretary’s Report: TJ Maglio was voted in as Region 1 Secretary and is in the process of updating all the files with 2011 information. If you haven’t already given him your updated 2011 rosters and insurance information (if due), please do so. His email is fishermantj@gmail.com.
Old Business: Previously it was decided that the region needed to save money and several options were presented. These were taken back to the clubs and discussed. The majority of clubs found nothing to be satisfactory as written and most brought back additional ideas (See new business). 
Clubs need to remind members about the National Fish Registry. All anglers must register if they plan on fishing the Potomac. The website is www.mrc.virginia.gov/FIP. Click on the upper left corner to eliminate the $15 fee.
New Business: Club response to the previous ideas for saving the region money was varied and strong. Several new proposals were made and will be voted yes/no on an individual basis at the next region meeting.
1. Do away with the $50.00 in gas money for the 20-man team. This will save the region $1000.00
2. Add a $5 per angler fee that will go straight to the region (per tx day). This will NOT take effect until the April region tournament and will depend on the number of boats. If we average 30 boats, it will save us $1800.00 or $2100.00 if we retroactively pay for the March tournament.
3. End of the year awards will be cut in value by 50%. This will save the region $1125.00 and the same payout schedule will apply.
4. Only give plaques to the winner and Big Bass for each region event. This will save approximately $600.00.
Please discuss this with your clubs prior to the next region meeting as We will be voting on these measures at the next region meeting.
