Old Business: 
Last meeting the region created four proposals to bring back to the clubs that would save the region some money. They were voted on and the results are as follows. 
1. Do away with the $50.00 in gas money for the 20-man team. This will save the region $1000.00 This proposal PASSED.

2. Add a $5 per angler fee that will go straight to the region (per tx day). 
This proposal PASSED and will be initiated for the next region tournament at Lake Anna.

3. End of the year awards will be cut in value by 50%. This will save the region $1125.00 and the same payout schedule will apply. This proposal PASSED.

4. Only give plaques to the winner and Big Bass for each region event. This will save approximately $600.00. This proposal was DENIED.

New Business:
